Register for your free water quality test kit on the AWQA Day website at www.awqa.ca by 
April 30th, 2005. The kit includes materials to analyze four basic water quality parameters: pH, 
dissolved oxygen, temperature and turbidity. 
Choose a local waterbody to collect your sample. Each kit can analyze up to 50 
samples, meaning multiple locations and waterbodies can be tested.  
Collect and test samples anytime from June 5th to 18th.   
Share with others participating in the program by posting your results to 
the website by June 30th.

Any stream, lake, wetland, pond, slough, reservoir or irrigation drain of interest 
and importance to you.
