* If you choose to take the Alberta Conservation and Hunter Education Course, various options to
complete the course include: Classroom programs from Edmonton or Calgary or instructors across
Alberta, Home Study Program, or via the Internet at www.aheia.com.

Hunters in Alberta must obtain a ten-digit Wildlife Identification Number (WIN), available from license
vendors, before applying for or purchasing any license or wildlife certificate.

2. To determine what, where and when to hunt, obtain a copy of the current Alberta Guide to Hunting

Regulations (free publication) available from license vendors or online at www.mywildalberta.com. Be
aware that some licenses are only available through a special draw.

3. Land access is an important issue to all hunters — ensure that you have proper legal access and

permission prior to hunting. For more information, contact your local Alberta Fish and Wildlife Office.

Guide to Outdoor Aventure, the Alberta Conservation Association’s free publication, will assist you in
finding 361 opportunities to discover Alberta’s wild side, including 259 properties that you may hunt on.
