Students of this program are exposed to approximately 30 hours
of classroom instruction as well as a 2-3 day survival experience and firearm safety
program. Students graduating from these programs have experience in Animal
Identification, Wilderness Survival Techniques, Firearm Safety and Handling, Clothing
and Equipment, First Aid, Water Safety, Fishing, Ethics, Game Management, Resource
User Responsibility, Archery, Hiking, and much more.
