As you know the ABA has been active in lobby efforts to provide higher protection to much of the Spray Lakes Provincial Park. We contend that a wildland park designation provides the highest level of protection while also allowing hunting.  We have worked with various interest groups as we believe that a united voice will be heard by government.

 

Nadine Raynolds, Campaign Coordinator of Wildcanada.net, is meeting directly with Minister Zwozdesky on August 11th.  Their goal is also to provide the highest level of protection.  They agree that a wildland park designation would do this. 
 

Please take the time to email Zwozdesky, Klein and Norris to express your support for the redesignation of much of the land in favour of Wildland Park.  It is important for us to continue to remind government that where applicable, wildland park designation is prreffered as it allows for hunting.  If some of the area in question is redesinated from Provincial Park to Wildland park we will have gained back a large piece of land which has been lost.
